Opinions

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities and each major fund of
Erath County Appraisa Didtrict (the Didgtrict) as of and for the year ended December 31, 2022, and the related
notes to the financia statements, which collectively comprise the Didtrict’s basic financia statements as listed
in the table of contents.

In our opinion, the financia statements referred to above present fairly, in al material respects, the respective
financial position of the governmentd activities and each mgjor fund of the District, as of December 31, 2022,
and the respective changes in financial position thereof for the year then ended in accordance with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America

Basis for Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America. Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for
the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are required to be independent of the District,
and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our
audit. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for
our audit opinions.

Emphasis of Matter

As discussed in Note 1 to the basic financia statements, during the year ended December 31, 2022, the District
implemented Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 87, Leases. Our opinions are
not modified with respect to this matter.

Responsbilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the design,
implementation, and maintenance of interna control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financia
statements that are free from materia misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financia statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions or events,
considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the District’s ability to continue as a going concern
for twelve months beyond the financial statement date, including any currently known information that may
raise substantial doubt shortly theresfter.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financia statements as a whole are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our
opinions. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a
guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards will aways detect a
material misstatement when it exists.

We do not
express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide
us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.

Management’s Discussion and Analysis

As management of Erath County Appraisal Didtrict (the Digtrict), we offer readers of the Digtrict's financia
statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financia activities of the District for the fiscal year
ended December 31, 2022.

The District is located at 1195 W. South Loop, within the city limits of Stephenville, Texas. The District
was created in 1980 as a result of Senate Bill No. 621, 1979 Texas Laws, of the 66" Texas Legidature.
This Bill enacted the Texas Property Tax Code of which the amended version isthe authority under which
the District operates today. Didgtricts are defined as political subdivisions of the state and were established
in each county in the state of Texas.

The District is responsible for appraising property located within the boundaries of Erath County for ad
valorem tax purposes of each taxing unit that imposes ad valorem taxes on property within the district. The
area that the district appraises covers approximately 1100 square miles. The Didtrict consists of nineteen
taxing jurisdictions with two cities, seven full school districts, and six partia school districts, a partial
emergency district, one water district and the Erath County General and Road & Bridge accounts. The
boundari es of the district are the boundaries of Erath County. The Digtrict maintains appraisals on just over
50,000 pieces of property located within the boundaries of Erath County. We have fifteen employees,
consisting of seven appraisers, seven support staff, and the chief appraiser.

A board of Directors governs the district. Five directors are appointed by the taxing jurisdictions that
participate in the district. Members of the board of directors serve two-year staggered terms beginning on
January 1. The board of directors is charged with three main responsibilities, appoint a chief appraiser
which is the executive director for the Didtrict, set board policy for the District within the scope of the Texas
Property Tax Code and adopt an annual budget for the Digtrict. The annua budget adopted by the board
of directors is funded by the taxing jurisdictions participating in the Digtrict. It is alocated among the
jurisdictions on a percentage basis of their tax levy to the total tax levy of al the participating jurisdictions.

The District maintains computerized and hardcopy files for each separate parcel of property ownership in
its jurisdiction. The computerized mass appraisal software system, which is contracted through Southwest
Data Systems, Inc., receives updates annually to alow for legidative changes and system upgrades. The
PC based network is continually updated with new equipment and software as failures and obsolescence
occur. The District maintains an Arcinfo computerized mapping system offered by ESRI. This map
software database along with the appraisal database are linked together to create a geographic information
system of the District. The software has been integrated with Pictometry, Inc. driven aeria photography
that has proven to be a helpful tool in locating new improvements, checking agricultural properties and aid
in property location throughout the county. The entire District is re-photographed every two years to stay
up to date with changes that may have taken place. Each of these two-year flights is compared with the
previous flight through Change Finder software to detect new and changed structures.

Overview of the Financial Statements

This MD&A is intended to serve as an introduction to the Didtrict’s basic financial statements. The
Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities included in this report are those of the District as
awhole and report its activities in a way that helps answer the question “Is the District as a whole better off
or worse off as aresult of the year’'s activities?” These statements include all assets and liabilities using
the accrua basis of accounting, which is similar to the accounting used by most private-sector companies.
All of the current year's revenues and expenses are taken into account regardless of when cash is received
or paid. The Didtrict has only one type of activity as presented in these statements:
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Governmental  activities- The District’s basic services are reported here including appraisa services
to the taxing authorities, and information sources to the residents of the Digtrict. The assessments
to the taxing authorities and miscellaneous service fees finance these activities.

The major funds financial statements follow the government wide financial statements, and provide
additional information. The Digtrict’s only governmenta fund is the General Fund, which uses the
following accounting approach:

Governmental funds- The Didtrict’s basic services are reported in the General fund which focuses

on how money flows into and out of the fund and the balances left at year end available for
spending. This fund isreported using the modified accrua basis of accounting.

Digtrict’s Financial Analysis
Certain comparative information between the current year and the prior year is generaly required to be

presented in MD&A and is presented in the following tables. The District has only governmental  activities.
As a result, the governmental activities are representative of the total primary government.

Financial Highlights

The District’s assets and deferred outflows exceeded its liabilities and deferred inflows at the close of
December 31, 2022 by $1,084,042, of which $516,875 was invested in the capital assetsnet of related debt.
The governmenta activities comprised the entire balance of net position, and there are no business-type
activities of the District.

Assessment revenues increased $176,860 or 11% from 2021 to 2022. Change in net position increased from
a decrease of $136,086 in 2021 to an increase of $62,032 in 2022.

Budgetary Highlights
The District’s general governmental activities operated with a final appropriations budget total of

$1,705,352 . The total actual expenses of the general fund were $29,762 more than the fina budgeted totals.
Actua revenues were $9,221 more than the fina budgeted revenues.



Capital Asset and Debt Administration

Over many years, the Digtrict has invested $1,253,138 in capital assets, including a building, appraisa and
office equipment, furniture and vehicles. This included the current year purchase of a vehicle in the amount
of $31,541 Accumulated depreciation on the tota capital assets as of December 31, 2022 was $724,795.

The District’s only debt is related to a copier obtained in a prior year as a financed purchase. The unpaid
principal related to this copier was $11,468 a December 31, 2022.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The Erath County Appraisal District was created in 1980 as a result of Senate Bill No. 621, 1979
Texas Laws, of the 66" Texas Legidatureto provide property tax appraisal services for the taxing
authorities located within Erath County. There were eighteen taxing authorities (nineteen taxing
jurisdictions) during the year. The District's five-member board of directors is composed of
individuals nominated by the various taxing authorities.

The accounting policies of the Distri ct conform to accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of Americaas specified by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB),
the accepted standard setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financia reporting
principles. The following is a summary of the significant policies:

A.

The Reporting Entity

The Didtrict’ s financia statements include the accounts of al its operations. The Digtrict
evauated whether any other entity should be included in these financial statements as a
component unit. The District has no oversight responsibility for any other governmental
entities since no other entities are considered to be controlled by or dependent on the
Digtrict.

The criteria for including organizations as component units within the Digtrict’s reporting
entity include:

- the organization is legaly separate

- the Didtrict holds the corporate powers of the organization

- the Didtrict appoints a voting mgjority of the organization's board

- the Didtrict is able to impose its will on the organization

- the organization has the potentid to impose a financia benefit/burden on the District
- there is fiscal dependency by the organization on the District

Based on these criteria, the Erath County Appraisa District has no component units. The
Erath County Appraisal Didtrict is not a component unit of any other reporting entity as
defined by the GASB Statement.

The individual taxing authorities for which the District provides appraisal services provide
support for the Didtrict, but are not considered to be component units of the Didtrict.

Basis of Presentation

Government -wide Statements. The statement of net position and the statement of activities
include the financial activities of the overall government. These statements distinguish
between the governmental and business-type activities of Governments. The District has
only governmental activities that are generally financed through intergovernmental
revenues, and other nonexchange transactions. The Didtrict has no business-type activities
financed in whole or in part by fees charged to external parties.

Basis of Presentation (continued)

The statement of activitiesfor governmental entities presents a comparison between direct
expenses and program revenues for the business-type activities of a government and for
each function of agovernment's governmental activities. Direct expenses are those that are
specifically associated with a program or function and, therefore, are clearly identifiable
to a particular function. The Didtrict does not allocate indirect expenses in the statement
of activities. Program revenues include (a) feesand charges paid by the recipients of goods
or services offered by the programs and (b) grants and contributions that are restricted to
meeting the operationa or capital requirements of a particular program. Revenues that are
not classified as program revenues, including all assessments, are presented as generd
revenues.

Fund Financid Statements: The fund financial statements provide information about the
Digtrict's funds, with separate statements presented for each fund category. The emphasis
of fund financia statements is on magjor governmental funds, each displayed in a separate
column. There were no other funds to be aggregated and reported as nonmgjor funds.

The District reports one magjor governmental fund, the General Fund. The General Fund
is the Didtrict's primary operating fund. It accounts for all financial resources of the
Didtrict.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting
Measurement focus refers to what is being measured; basis of accounting refers to when
revenues and expenditures are recoghized in the accounts and reported in the financial

statements. Basis of accounting relates to the timing of the measurement made, regardiess
of the measurement focus applied.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting (continu ed)

The government-wide statements are reported using the economic resources measurement
focus and the accrual basis of accounting. The economic resources measurement focus
means all assets and liabilities (whether current or non-current) are included on the
statement of net position and the operating statements present increases (revenues) and
decreases (expenses) in total net position. Under the accrua basis of accounting, revenues
are recognized when earned. Expenses are recognized at the time the liability is incurred.

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources
measurement focus and are accounted for using the modified accrual basis of accounting.
Under the modified accrua basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when susceptible
to accrud; i.e., when they become both measurable and available. “Measurable’” means the
amount of the transaction can be determined and “available” means collectible within the
current period or soon enough thereafter (sixty days) to be used to pay liabilities of the
current period. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred.
However, debt service expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated
absences are recorded only when payment is due.

Cash and Cash Equivaents

Cash includes amounts in demand deposits as well as short term investments with a
maturity date within three months of the date acquired by the government. Restricted cash
assets would not be included as cash equivaents.

Capital Assets

Capita assets purchased or constructed are reported at cost or estimated historical cost in
the statement of net position. Capita assets are not reported in the individua fund financia
statements. Donated fixed assets are recorded at their estimated fair value at the date of
the donation. The cost of hormal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of
the asset or materially extend assets' lives are not capitalized.

Depreciation has been provided over the estimated useful lives using the straight line
method. The estimated useful lives are as follows:

Buildings and improvements 15 to 40 years
Furniture and equipment 5-10 years
Vehicles 5 years

F. Budgets and Budgetary Accounting

The Didtrict follows the procedures presented below in establishing the budgetary data
reflected in the financid statements.

1 The budget is adopted on a basis consistent with accounting principles generaly
accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). Annua appropriated budgets
are adopted for the general fund and special revenue fund. All annual
appropriations lapse at fiscal year end. The original expenditures budgets adopted
for the general fund for the year ended December 31, 2022 totaled $1,705,352.

2. The Board of Directors may approve budget amendments during the year.

3. Forma budgetary integration is employed as a management control device during
the year for al governmenta fund types.

G. Compensated Absences

The Didgtrict accrues earned vacation pay in the government-wide financia statements. A
liability for these amounts is reported in the governmental funds only if they have matured,
for example, as a result of employee resignations and retirements.

Earned, unused medical leave time is not paid upon termination of employment for any
reason. An employee becomes ineligible for medical leave benefits upon giving notice of
resignation. Due to this policy, no accrued liability for medical leave has been recorded.

H. Net Position and Fund Baance

In government-wide financial statements net position represents the difference between
assets and liabilities. The net investment in capital assets component of net position
consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation, reduced by the outstanding
balances of any borrowing used for the acquisition, construction or improvement of those
assets, and adding back unspent proceeds. Net position is reported as restricted when there
are limitations imposed on its use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the
District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws and/or
regulations of other governments.

Net Position and Fund Baance (Continued)

When both restricted and unrestricted fund balances are available for usg, it is the District’'s
policy to use restricted fund balance first, then unrestricted fund balance. Furthermore,
committed fund balances are reduced first followed by assigned amounts and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in
any of those unrestricted fund balance classifications are available.

Fund Balance Classification - The governmental fund financial statements present fund
balances based on classifications that comprise a hierarchy that is based primarily on the
extent to which the Didtrict is bound to honor constraints on the specific purpose for which
amounts in the respective governmenta funds can be spent. The classifications used in the
governmenta fund financial statements are as follows:

Nongpendable - Resources which cannot be spent because they are either a) not in
spendable form or; b) legally or contractually required to be maintained intact.

Restricted - Resources with constraints placed on the use of resources are either a)
externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors,
or laws or regulations of other governments; or b) imposed by law through congtitutiona
provisions or enabling legidation.

Committed - Resources which are subject to limitations the government imposes upon
itsdf at its highest level of decision making, and that remain binding unless removed in the
same manne.

Assigned - Resources neither restricted nor committed for which a government has a stated
intended use as established by the Board of Directors or an officia to which to the Board
of Directors has delegated the authority to assign amounts for specific purposes.

Unassigned — Resources which cannot be properly classified in one of the other four
categories. The General fund is the only fund that reports a positive unassigned fund
balance amount. Unassigned balances aso include negative balances in the governmenta
funds reporting resources restricted for specific programs.

l. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financid statements in conformity with accounting principles generaly
accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported
amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actua results could differ
from those estimates.

J. Deferred Outflowd/Inflows of Resources

In addition to assets, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate
section for deferred outflows of resources. This separate financial statement element,
deferred outflows of resources, represents a consumption of net position that applies to a
future period(s) and so will not be recognized as an outflow of resources
(expense/expenditure) until then.

In addition to lighilities, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate
section for deferred inflows of resources. This separate financial statement element,
deferred inflows of resources, represents an acquisition of net position that applies to a
future periods(s) and so will not be recognized as an inflow of resources (revenue) until
that time.

K. During fisca year 2022, the District adopted GASB Statement No. 87, Leases (GASB 87),
which establishes a single model for lease accounting based on the foundational principle
that leases are financings of the right to use an underlying asset. Under GASB 87, a lessee
is required to recognize a lease liability and an intangible right-to-use asset, and a lessor is
required to recognize a lease receivable and a deferred inflow of resources, thereby
enhancing the relevance and consistency of information about governments’ leasing
activities. Implementation of GASB 87 resulted in no impact to the District’s beginning
fund balance/net position.

Assessments to Taxing Authorities

Assessments to each taxing authority for its proportionate share of the District's budget are based
on a ratio cdculaion made by the Didtrict prior to January 1 of each new caendar year. This ratio
reflects the total tax levy of each taxing unit as a fraction of the total taxes levied within the entire
Didtrict the previous year. These ratios are then applied to the approved budget of the District and
billed to the taxing authorities on a quarterly basis.

The Board of Directors of Erath County Appraisal District has adopted a policy that permits the
fund balance to accumulate to a balance of thirty percent of the current year operating budget.
Unassigned amounts in the Genera Fund’s fund balance account in excess of thirty percent of the
year's operating budget are required to be reimbursed to the taxing entities. As of December 31,
2022 there is no refund.

Deferred Assessments

Deferred assessments in the amount of $505,530 were recorded as of December 31, 2022, for the
unearned portion of payments received from various taxing entities for services provided by the
District. Assessments are billed to the taxing authorities in advance of each calendar quarter. A
portion of the first assessments for the 2023 budgetary year were received in December 2022 from
all but two taxing authorities.

Accrued Compensated Absences

In accordance with generaly accepted accounting principles, the District recognizes liabilities for
future employee vacations for which payments are probable and can be estimated reasonably. The
vested or accumulated vacation that is to be liquidated immediately from available financial
resources is reported as a current expenditure and a fund liability of the Didrict. Other amounts are
presented only as government-wide ligbilities.

The Didtrict's board approved policy alows employees to carry over from year to year any portion
of vacation unused during the District's fiscal year not to exceed twenty days, subject to the
discretion of the chief administrator. Accrued vacation is payable to employees upon termination.
The accrued vacation payable as of December 31, 2022 amounted to $31,442, of which $28,298
was considered non-current and only reported as government-wide liabilities.

Cash Deposits and | nvestments

Custodial credit risk-deposits. This is the risk that in the event of bank failure, the District’s
deposits may not be returned. The Didtrict was not exposed to custodia credit risk since its deposits
a year-end and during the year ended December 31, 2022 were covered by depository insurance
or by pledged collateral by the District’s agent bank in the District’s name.

The Public Funds Investment Act (Government Code Chapter 2256) contains specific provisons
in the areas of investment practices, management reports and establishment of appropriate policies.
Among other things, it requires the District to adopt, implement and publicize an investment policy.
That policy must address the following areas; (1) safety of principal and liquidity, (2) portfolio
diversification, (3) alowable investments, (4) acceptable risk levels, (5) expected rates of return,
(6) maximum allowable stated maturity of portfolio investments, (7) maximum average dollar-
weighted maturity allowed based on the stated maturity date for the portfolio, (8) investment staff
quality and capabilities, (9) and bid solicitation preferences for certificates of deposit.

Statutes authorize the District to invest in (1) obligations of the U.S. Treasury, certain U.S.
agencies, and the State of Texas, (2) certificates of deposit, (3) certain municipal securities, (4)
money market savings accounts, (5) repurchase agreements, (6) bankers acceptances, (7) mutua
funds, (8) investment pools, (9) guaranteed investment contracts, (10) and common trust funds.
The Act aso requires the District to have independent auditors perform test procedures related to
investment practices as provided by the Act.

Interest rate risk. The Didtrict is not significantly exposed to interest rate risk.
Credit risk-investments. State law limits investments in loca government investment pooals to those

rated no lower than AAA or an equivaent rating by at least one nationdly recognized rating service.
The Didtrict did not have any such investments as of December 31, 2022.

Participation in Public Entity Risk Pools

The Disgtrict is a member of the Texas Municipa League public entity risk pool. This risk pool was
created to formulate, develop and administer programs of property/casualty insurance for the
participating memberships. Asaresult, the Didtrict has obtained lower costs for property/casuaty
insurance and developed a comprehensive loss control program. The District paid an annual
premium to the Municipal League for its property/casualty insurance, liability insurance, and
workers compensation coverage. The Digtrict's agreement with the Municipal League provides
that the self-insured pool will be self-sustaining through member premiums and will provide,
through commercial company’s reinsurance contracts, individua stop loss coverage for member
digtricts. The District does not retain the risk of loss exceeding premiums and deductibles. The
District has had no significant reductions in insurance coverage from the previous year and claims
have not exceeded coverage in the last three years.

Contractual Agreements

Erath County Appraisal Didtrict entered into a contract with an independent appraisal firm during
2018. Under the terms of the contract, the independent appraisal firm provided the District with
expertise and skill in appraising and valuing properties located in Erath County producing oil and
gas and other fuel minerals. The Digtrict compensated the independent appraisal firm in the amount
of $35,200 during the year ended December 31, 2022.

The Didtrict entered into an interlocal agreement with Erath County to provide address maintenance
for the emergency 911 service in the county. The agreement is a one-year agreement, extended
annually, for the period ending July 31, 2023.

Digital aeria photographs of properties in Erath County and software that assists in the use of the
images were obtained through a six-year contract with an independent imaging firm. The
remaining contract requires annua payments through 2026 as follows.

Contingencies

The Didtrict and Appraisal Review Board are defendants in a number of property owner appeas
pursuant to Chapter 42 of the State Tax Code. Such legal proceedings allege that the appraised
valued placed on taxpayers properties are excessive. The potentid liability to the District in each
of these appeals is for recovery of attorney’s fees and court costs. The Didtrict believes that any
ultimate ligbility on these appeals will not materialy affect its financia position. No provision for
any liability that might result from these appeds has been recorded in the basic financia statements.

Retirement Plan

Plan Description

The District provides retirement benefits for dl of its full-time employees through a nontraditional
defined benefit plan in the state-wide Texas County and District Retirement System (TCDRS). The
Board of Trustees of TCDRS is responsible for administration of the statewide agent multiple-
employer public employee retirement system consisting of 830 nontraditional defined benefit
pension plans. TCDRS in the aggregate issues a comprehensive annual financia report (ACFR)
on a caendar year basis. The ACFR is available upon written request from the TCDRS Board of
Trustees a P.O. Box 2034, Augtin, TX 78768-2034.

Benefits Provided

The plan provisions are adopted by the governing body of the employer, within the options
available in the Texas state statutes governing TCDRS (TCDRS Act). Members can retire at age

60 and above with 10 or more years of service, with 30 years of service regardless of age, or when
the sum of their age and years of service equals 80 or more. Members are vested after 10 years of
service but must leave their accumulated contributions in the plan to receive any employer-financed
benefit. Members who withdraw their personal contributions in a lump sum are not entitled to any
amounts contributed by their employer.

Benefit amounts are determined by the sum of the employee's contributions to the plan, with
interest, and employer-financed monetary credits. The level of these monetary credits is adopted
by the governing body of the employer within the actuarid constraints imposed by the TCDRS Act
so that the resulting benefits can expect to be adequately financed by the employer’s commitment
to contribute. At retirement, death or disability, the benefit is calculated by converting the sum of
the employee's accumulated contributions and the employer-financed monetary credits to a
monthly annuity using annuity purchase rates prescribed by the TCDRS Act. There are no
automatic post-employment benefit changes, including automatic COLAS.

Contributions

The employer has dected the annually determined contribution rate (Variable Rate) plan provision
of the TCDRS Act. The plan is funded by monthly contributions from both employee members
and the employer based on the covered payroll of employee members. Under the TCDRS Act, the
contribution rate of the employer is actuaridly determined annually.

The employer contributed using the actuarialy determined rate of 16.22% for the calendar year
ending in 2022. The deposit rate payable by the employee members for calendar year 2022 is the
rate of 7% as adopted by the governing body of the employer. The employee and employer deposit
rates may be changed by the governing body of the employer within the options available in the
TCDRS Act.

Net Pension Liability

The employer’s Net Pension Liability (NPL) for the year ended December 31, 2022, was measured
as of December 31, 2021, and the Total Pension Liability (TPL) used to calculate the Net Pension
Liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date.

Actuarial Assumptions.

The Totd Pension Liability in the December 31, 2021 actuarial valuation was determined using the
following actuarid assumptions:

Inflation 2.50% per year
Overdl payroll growmth 0% per year
Investment Rate of Returr 7.5%, net of pension plan investment expense, including inflation

The annua sdary increase rates assumed for individual members vary by length of service and by
entry-age group. The annua rates consist of a genera wage inflation component of 3.00% and a
merit, promotion and longevity component that on average approximates 1.7% per year for a career
employee.

Mortality rates for depositing members were based on 135% of Pub-2010 General Employees
Amount-Weighted Mortality Table for males and 120% Pub-2010 General Employee Amount-
Weighted Mortality Table for females, both projected with 100% of the MP-2021 Ultimate scale
after 2010. Service retirees— Weighted Mortality Table for males and 120% PUB-2010 Genera
Healthy Retiree Amount-Weighted Mortality beneficiaries and non-depositing members were
based on 135% of the RP-2010 General Hedlthy Retiree Amount Table for femaes, both projected
with 100% of the MP-2021 Ultimate scale after 2010. Disabled retirees were based on 160% of
the Pub-2010 Genera Disabled Retirees Amount-Weighted Mortality Table for males and 125%
of the Pub-2010 Genera Disabled Retirees Amount- Weighted Mortaity Table for females, both
projected with 100% of the MP-2021 Ultimate scale after 2010.

The long-term expected rate of return on TCDRS assets is determined by adding expected inflation
to expected long-term real returns, and reflecting expected volatility and correlation. The capital
market assumptions and information shown below are provided by TCDRS' investment consultant,
Cliffwater LLC. The numbers shown are based on January 2022 information for a 10-year time
horizon. Note that the valuation assumption for the long-term expected return is re-assessed in
detail & a minimum of every four years, and is set based on along-term time horizon. The TCDRS
Board of Trustees adopted the current assumption at their March 2021 meeting. The assumption
for the long-term expected return is reviewed annualy for continued compliance with the relevant
actuaria standards of practice. Milliman relies on the expertise of Cliffwater in this assessment.

Discount Rate

The discount rate used to measure the Total Pension Liability was 7.60%. Using the dternative
method, the projected fiduciary net position is determined to be sufficient compared to projected
benefit payments based on the funding requirements under the Didtrict’s funding policy and the
legal reguirements under the TCDRS Act.

1. TCDRS has a funding policy where the unfunded actuarial accrued liability
(UAAL) shall be amortized as a level percent of pay over 20-year closed layered

periods.

2. Under the TCDRS Act, the Didtrict is legaly required to make the contribution
specified in the funding policy.

3. TheDigtrict assets are projected to exceed its accrued liabilities in 20 years or less.
When this point is reached, the District is till required to contribute at least the

normal cost.

4. Any increased cost due to the adoption of a COLA is required to be funded over a
period of 15 years, if applicable.

Since the projected fiduciary net position is projected to be sufficient to pay projected benefit
payments in all future years, the discount rate for purposes of calculating the total pension liability
and the net pension liability of the Didtrict is equal to the long-term assumed rate of return on

investments.

Budgetary Data

The Board adopts an appropriated budget on a basis consistent with GAAP for the generd fund. At
minimum, the District is required to present the original and final amended budgets for revenues
and expenditures compared to actual revenues and expenditures for the general fund. The District
uses the following procedures in establishing the budget reflected in the basic financid statements:

1

During May the Board of Directorsis presented with a proposed budget for the fiscal year
beginning on the following January 1. The budget includes proposed expenditures and the
means of financing them. The budget also serves as a basis for determining the annual
assessments due from the taxing jurisdictions.

Public hearings are conducted to obtain citizen's comments.
An annua budget is legdly adopted for the Generd Fund. The budget is adopted on a basis
consistent with accounting principles generaly accepted in the United States of America

The Chief Appraiser is authorized to transfer amounts between departments within the
General Fund; however, revisions that alter total General Fund expenditures must be
approved by the Board of Directors and the taxing jurisdictions. The fund level is the legal
level of budgetary control. Appropriations lapse at year-end.

Budgeted amounts presented in the budgetary comparison schedule are as originally
adopted by the Board of Directors June of 2022.

Excess of expenditures over appropriations

For the year ended December 31, 2022, expenditures exceed appropriations in Generd fund by
$29,762 . These over expenditures were funded by the use of reserves.
